The Gratitude Gender Gap 3 — by Brady Horner

This article series has been exploring how and why men feel and express
gratitude less than women, and how we can all learn to better practice gratitude.
Last week’s article described how men feel more obligation and indebtedness
when receiving something of need, while women are better at simply
appreciating the gift. This makes me wonder if men generally view all acts of
service and help as transactional. Are women better at meeting needs while
expecting nothing in return, while men have strings and expectations attached for
their helping and serving?

Perhaps we shouldn’t stereotype too much here and take this on a
personal case-by-case basis. When you do good things for people, is it self-serving
in some way? Is it to make yourself feel good? Is it to have someone owe you a
favor? Is it to establish some sort of status or pecking order in which you are the
superior person who does the giving? The latter makes it transactional; you may
not be receiving a service, but you are getting an ego boost. Unfortunately, it is
often difficult to take ourselves out of our giving and acts of service. There can
always be ulterior motives, especially when we have a transactional “I did this for
you, now you owe me” or “l am above you” way of thinking.

Great acts of benevolence and service are best when the transactional
component is removed. Not when they are done to receive some act of
reciprocity, but simply out of love. They are best when they come from a place of
gratitude for our life, for our blessings, or for our friends. They are best when they
come from a mindset that says, “God has blessed me, and | want others to share
in this blessing.” Grace is such a powerful and beautiful thing that it is difficult to
comprehend or describe. But a way to describe grace is giving love, service, or
good things; first when they are undeserved and second, regardless of whether
the act is reciprocated. It is a loving act of service that is undeserved and has no
expectations attached, just pure love. God has given us grace upon grace. May we
remove our transactional self-serving mindset, and extend grace to others.
